The 
quartets’ primary responsi-
bilities include string educa-
tion and outreach throughout 
the state reaching more than 
26,000 Arkansas school chil-
dren each year.

Arkansas Guard troops moving 
from New Mexico to Texas

LITTLE ROCK (AP) — 
Gov. Asa Hutchinson has 
ordered Arkansas National 
Guard troops deployed along 
the Mexican border in New 
Mexico to relocate to Texas 
to help with border security 
there.

Up to eight Arkansas 
troops and two helicopters 
have been deployed in New 

Mexico since May 2018 to 
help secure the nation’s south-
western border. Hutchinson 
says he has directed Adjutant 
General Mark Berry to shift 
those troops to Texas, where 
the security needs are greater.

Earlier this week, New 
Mexico Gov. Lujan (LOO’-
hahn) Grisham ordered the 
New Mexico National Guard 

withdrawn from border de-
ployment and directed troops 
from other states to return 
home.

Last week, Arkansas 
troops and one of the state’s 
LUH-72 Lakota helicopters 
helped federal officials seize 
136 pounds of marijuana and 
arrest four men along the 
New Mexico border.

Tucker has 24, Little Rock 
dominates 2nd half to beat Troy

TROY, Ala. (AP) — Ray-
jon Tucker had 24 points as 
Little Rock scored 54 in the 
second half to roll to an 84-
70 victory over Troy to halt 
a five-game losing skid on 
Thursday night.

Little Rock (8-15, 3-7 Sun 
Belt Conference) beat Troy 
73-59 earlier this year and 
followed that with a 91-62 
win over South Alabama for 
two consecutive victories be-

fore starting the losing streak.
Little Rock ran out to an 

early lead before Troy rallied 
to go on a 16-0 run to go up 
28-20 and take a 36-30 lead 
into the half.

Little Rock started the 
second period hitting 10 of 
11 field-goal attempts, mak-
ing 79 percent from the floor 
in the second half, to go out 
front 55-47 at the 11:41 mark. 
Little Rock pushed its advan-

tage to 79-54 after Kris Bank-
ston completed a 3-point play 
following his dunk. Troy nev-
er recovered.

Nikola Maric and De-
ondre Burns had 12 points 
apiece and Markquis Nowell 
added 11 while dishing out 
six assists for Little Rock.

Javan Johnson had 16 and 
Darian Adams chipped in 15 
for Troy (10-12, 3-7).

Arkansas Senate endorses Daisy 
Bates, Johnny Cash statues

LITTLE ROCK, Ark. 
(AP) — Arkansas’ senate en-
dorsed placing statues of civ-
il rights leader Daisy Bates 
and singer Johnny Cash at 
the U.S. Capitol on Wednes-
day, as lawmakers tried to 
whittle down a growing list 
of choices to replace existing 
monuments depicting two 
19th century figures they say 
few people recognize.

In a non-binding vote, the 
majority-Republican Senate 
voted Bates as its first choice 
and Cash as its second choice 
to replace existing statues 
representing Arkansas in 
Washington. Arkansas is cur-
rently represented by statues 
of James P. Clarke, a former 
governor and U.S. senator in 
the late 1800s and 1900s, and 
Uriah Rose, a 19th century 
attorney.

Each state is allotted two 
statues at the U.S. Capitol. 
Republican Sen. Bart Hester, 
who last year called for re-
placing the two statues, said 
he was surprised when he 

saw the statues on a Capitol 
tour a few years back.

“The thing that struck me 
immediately was I had no 
idea who the people from 
Arkansas were,” Hester said.

Clarke’s great-great 
grandson, who was the Dem-
ocratic Party’s nominee for 
a congressional seat in cen-
tral Arkansas last year, also 
called for Clarke’s statue to 
be replaced and condemned 
his ancestor’s statement 
that the South looked to the 
Democratic Party to preserve 
“white standards.”

Bates was an activist and 
writer who mentored the 
nine black children who in-
tegrated Little Rock Central 
High School in 1957. Cash 
was born in Kingsland.

“The sacrifices (Bates) 
made has helped lead to who 
we are today here in Arkan-
sas,” said Republican Sen. 
David Wallace.

The two were chosen 
after senators heard rough-
ly an hour of presentations 

from their colleagues about 
10 possible replacements for 
the Clarke and Rose statues. 
Other ideas pitched includ-
ed Hattie Caraway, the first 
woman elected to the U.S. 
Senate, and Adam Brown, a 
Navy SEAL from Arkansas 
who was killed in Afghani-
stan. Lawmakers have float-
ed other ideas, including 
Walmart founder Sam Wal-
ton

Senate President Jim 
Hendren said Wednesday’s 
vote will allow lawmakers to 
move forward with legisla-
tion on the replacement stat-
ues. A bill by Wallace calling 
for the Bates and Cash stat-
ues has failed before a Sen-
ate panel over disagreement 
on who would be best to rep-
resent the state.

Gov. Asa Hutchinson has 
said he supports replacing 
the statues, but has not called 
for specific replacements. 
Other states have made re-
cent moves to replace their 
statues.
